Empire.

These three magnificent temples were build around the 12th
Century. Angkor Wat is a symbol of Cambodia's rich cultural
heritage and is a source of national pride. 

Bayon is known for its impressive architecture, featuring over
200 smiling faces carved into the towers and walls. 

Ta Prom is a unique temple that has trees grown out of the
ruins, their roots intertwining with the ancient stone walls and
creating a hauntingly beautiful sight.

Preah Khan, a sprawling temple complex that was once a
royal palace and Buddhist university. The temple is known for
its impressive architecture, intricate carvings, and peaceful
atmosphere. 

Neak Pean is another must-visit temple, with its unique design
featuring a central pool surrounded by four smaller ponds.

The Roluos Group refers to a collection of four Angkor-
era monuments, which are not located within the main
Angkor Park, but instead near a small town named
Roluos, 12km east of Siem Reap.



Koh Ker and Beng Melea temples were build
betweeen the 10th and 12th Century and are  
breathtaking ancient temple complexes located
about 120 kilometers away from Siem Reap. They
were build between the 10th and 12th Century.

Banteay Srei translates to "Citadel of Women" in
Khmer, which may refer to the intricate carvings
and the belief that only women could have
created such beauty.

Visitors to the Banteay Samre can admire the
stunning architecture and explore the
surrounding grounds, which are filled with lush
vegetation and offer a peaceful retreat from the
hustle and bustle of the nearby city.

Kbal Spean Mountain also known as the "River of
a Thousand Lingas," not only a place of natural
beauty but also a cultural and historical site that
offers a unique experience for travelers looking
for something different. It is a must-visit
destination for those who appreciate art, history,
and nature.
